Step 2.
Schedule an Interview and check out the book “I Speak for This Child.”
· Bring Driver’s License and Vehicle Insurance Verification to interview.

· $25 check deposit required to check out book, will be shredded once book is returned.

Step 3. Watch video “Everyday Heros” – 7 minute video provided in the office or go to www.casaforkids.com and the video is on the home page.

Step 4. Observe 3 court dockets (if 1 docket is 2 hours or longer, will count as 2 observations)

Court is on the 2nd and 4th Monday at 10am or 2pm.  

Location: Courthouse on 6th and Husband, Courtroom 302

Please let staff know when you will be attending.

Step 5.
Start Training Classes.  

POLICIES & PROCEDURES
1) All CASA training classes must be completed within six (6) months or prospective volunteers will be required to start over.  

2) All missed classes MUST be made up.  Please consult the staff if you will not be able to attend all scheduled training sessions.

3) Going through CASA training does not guarantee that you will become a Court Appointed Special Advocate.  Applicants must pass a criminal and DHS background check, have a minimum of three personal references, complete an interview and the training classes, and complete three courtroom observations.  In addition, applicants cannot have issues in their lives that would create ethical or conflict situations if assigned a case.  

4) Once all requirements and classes are completed new volunteers will be sworn in at a scheduled ceremony by the juvenile court judge and will receive a certificate, a name badge, and CASA pin.
